The JAMBOREE Festival 2009 that shall take place from May 29 to May 31, 2009, in Strakonice, brings in its program offering performances of the best groups and soloists both from the Czech Republic and abroad and it thus reminds us that during the past 17 years, when bluegrass has been played at peak European levels in Strakonice, this town became a traditional organizer of this music genre. This year, the program offering thus picks up the already preset line - introduce the visitors and fans of this festival to the bluegrass and country stage from all viewpoints with a wide array of performers. 
It was unambiguously confirmed lately that the grounds of the medieval castle with its facilities and irreplaceable atmosphere are more than suitable for the bluegrass and country music genres. 
While the setting of the Open-Air Cinema is mainly intended for organization of main concerts due to its layout and orientation, the III. castle courtyard area is once again intended for open entertainment, accompanying concerts, dance shows, lasso shows and other skills. 
The festival, essentially based on traditional bluegrass, has in the recent years expanded significantly as far as its program offering is concerned and in its programs it offers performances of a range of groups that have already abandoned the traditional orientation. The audience can thus observe performances of groups focused on country, new acoustic music, modern bluegrass or other musical expressions of contemporary music. This offering is not affected by insufficient dramaturgy imaginativeness; on the contrary, structure of individual programs makes it possible for festival visitors to compare a variety of approaches by top groups from the bluegrass and country music genre. Of course, a range of performers lie outside the scope of respective categories, or only slightly touch the country music style; this trend of multi-genre music presentation, however, is generally a world-wide phenomenon.
Organizational News
Main concerts in the Open-Air Cinema shall have a typical form of parade performances, consisting of music productions of individual groups taking up from 15 to 50 minutes. A proven step for this year shall once again be the use of audio-visual presentation during the course of preparation of performers for their show as well as during the performance itself. We plan to screen various recordings from meetings with musicians known world-wide, recordings from performances of the world's top groups and soloist as well as a relaxed version of product presentations and advertisements so that the viewer is constantly kept concentrated. This year, we would like to bring the audience closer to the detailed course of events on stage by a stationary as well as a mobile camera that shall literally look under the fingers of musicians. 
An apparent part of the organizers' offering is a presentation of audio-visual information within the mentioned projection (spots, clips, slides, and the like). 
The year 2008 has experienced an extensive reconstruction of the castle courtyard, castle surroundings and access roads, which significantly expanded the offered space of areas and premises for organization of recitals and, of course, presentations of festival business partners. Many visitors who did not have the opportunity to take part last year when projected intentions of building and orchard alterations were already taking shape shall have views of the castle and its surroundings open to them in form of a beautiful presentation.
Program News 
The program offering this year shall also focus on balancing of the past 17 years of bluegrass in Strakonice and in individual concerts it shall offer the audience performances of legends as well as starting bands. 
The setting of the III. castle courtyard shall already be opened on Friday afternoon by an intriguing concert "Music of the Isles", in which top Czech bands oriented at Scottish and Irish music will be presented. Of course, sets of performers will not lack Scottish bag-pipes; however, contrary to the traditional Bag-Piper Festival, these will be used in a different position. Given the concert will start at 4 p.m., we would like to emphasize that Jamboree is a true music fest, taking place the whole weekend and offering in its program only the best for all age groups as well as genre categories. 
The permanent stage of the open-air cinema shall serve main programs during the Friday and Saturday concerts. 
During Saturday, daily program shall once again take place at the Racetrack with a wide variety of accompanying programs for all age groups of festival's visitors. 
The concert program shall start with BLUEGRASS SESSION No. 9 presented by great bands from all over Czech Republic and abroad as well.  This more than three-hour long concert shall present not only more than ten bands from the top of bluegrass scene, but also groups that unstoppably work up to the forefront positions.
 

 YEAR 2009 DRAMATURGY

 

The category of ever growing stars undoubtedly includes Eliška PTÁČKOVÁ, who first entered the Jamboree stage two years ago. At that time, the more or less casual and intuitive group of renowned musicians around her has in the recent years crystallized into a flawlessly functioning entity and Eliška unambiguously confirms that she knows what to sing, and how to sing it. Together with the finalist of the X-FAKTOR competition - Ondřej RUML and his band they will surely adorn the Friday concert.

 

From the domestic scene, participation of Robert Křesťan with the band DRUHÁ TRÁVA, the bands COP, POUTNÍCI, NOVÁ SEKCE, RELIÉF, BLUE GROUND, MONOGRAM, FÁMY, and a whole range of others has been secured.  The festival program results in more than 30 best groups from the Czech Republic and abroad being ready to perform during the two days. Surely, the performance of Pavlína JÍŠOVÁ and friends, among which certainly ranks daughter Adélka, Pavel Peroutka and Jakub Racek, will be and enriching experience.

 

A profound experience will certainly be the performance of the music group PŘELET MS during Friday's program - a girl vocal quartet with incredible devotion and intensive presentation.

And, of course Saturday's main concert as well shall have one of its highlights, since the performance of a young group from Sweden - the G2 BLUEGRASS BAND that has been proclaimed as the best band of the year 2008 by the European Bluegrass Music Association (EBMA) - will surely be unforgettable. Another foreign participant is a leading group representing the Austrian bluegrass scene - the NEW RIVER TRAIN - predominantly oriented at the traditional genre concept.

Performance of Robert Křesťan and DRUHÁ TRÁVA, Pilsener COP, MODROTISK, the BLANKET group, which has been roaming the scene in its original formation for more than 25 years, or the groups RELIÉF and MONOGRAM will be the multiple highlights of individual festival concerts.

Just like in the previous years, this year also intensifies cooperation with the Dutch Bluegrass Music Association (EBMA), which is the main organizer of the European World of Bluegrass festival, the thirteenth year of which shall take place before our festival at several places in the Netherlands.

 

 Special guest: G2 BLUEGRASS BAND /Sweden/

 
"One weekend in October 2005, five guys teamed up to jam and play some Bluegrass, just to have a good time. After a while they realized that they really had something going on, which they wanted to develop. So they met again a few months later. This time they all agreed to make something out of it. The group G2 was started by the beginning of 2006. Considering the fact that all of the guys are somewhere in their 20s, they are a considerably young band and resemble the younger Bluegrass musicians of Sweden today. Their fathers were among the first to play this music in Sweden in the 60s and 70s. Therefore, they are the second generation of Bluegrass players, with their future ahead of them. G2 is a band built upon friendship and all of the guys knew each other before they started to play as a group. These guys are determined to play the Bluegrass and they do it in their own way. Already after just a few sessions, the band found their personal sound.

During the spring and summer 2007, they worked in the studio to record their debut album. In May 2007, they won the award #1 European Bluegrass Band at EWOB held by EBMA (European Bluegrass Music Association) in Holland. In September 2007, the signed with the record label Cosmos Records, Stockholm, Sweden and in October 2007 they showcased at IBMA in Nashville. And now, finally their debut album titled "Where The Tall Grass Grows" is ready to be released to the world, November 7th, 2007."
