SHARON CORT BAND ANNOUNCE EUROPEAN TOUR MAY 14- JUNE 19, 2010

The Sharon Cort Band will kick off their “Kiss the Banjo” tour with an invitation by The European Bluegrass Music Association on May 14 to showcase at their annual event, “European World of Bluegrass” planned for May 13, 14th & 15th 2010 in Voorthuizen, NL.  Their appearance will be followed by a tour of the UK, France, & Switzerland.  This is their first appearance at EWOB.

Cort, who is well known in Europe for having completed several tours in the late 90’s, has chosen 2010 to return to the musical arena.  In 1999, she showcased for the International Bluegrass Music Association’s “World of Bluegrass” in Louisville, KY, but concentrated her efforts overseas.  Highlights include the largest Country Music festival in France, “Country Rendevous” alongside headliners Steve Wariner & Steve Earle, and a 2007 national television appearance in Paris, France on “Magic TV,” with founding members of the awarded French band “Bluegrass Long Distance,” including maverick banjoist Jean Marie Redon, who will join Sharon’s band for the tour.  Rounding out the band are Tom Corbett on mandolin, “John McKuen’s String Wizards” and Sean McKerr playing bass from Ireland, who have all appeared with Sharon overseas with several tours under their belt.
